JUNE 21, 2021
President Tom Kissel called the regular meeting of the Board of Education to order at 7:00 p.m. in the West Lincoln-Broadwell library.  All members were present except Steven Goodman, Patty Burge and Brad Luckhart.  Also, in attendance were Superintendent/Principal Heather Baker and recording secretary Sarah Struebing.
Scott Goodman made a motion, seconded by Mike Simonson, to approve the Minutes of the May 24, 2021 Regular Meeting.  (Motion carried)
FINANCIAL REPORT:

On a motion from Scott Goodman and seconded by Mike Simonson, the financial reports were approved.  (Motion carried)

On a motion from Scott Goodman and seconded by Mike Simonson, the June bills and May payroll were approved as presented.  (1)
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT:

A. STUDENT SERVICES:
Welcome Back to School Night will be held on Tuesday, August 17th from 6:00 p.m.-7:00 p.m.  Classrooms will be open for exploration and teachers will be available to meet.  As of right now, masks will be required while in the building.  All subject to change based on fall guidance for schools from IDPH.  
Preschool and Kindergarten Jump Start will be held on Monday, August 16th from 6:00 p.m.-7:00 p.m.

Superintendent Baker presented that there is interest at WLB for a Golf Team. The Elks Lodge has been contacted and is on board with helping to get the team off the ground.  On a motion by Mike Simonson and seconded by Pat Hake, the board of education approved to have a Golf Team for the 2021-2022 school year and provide the coach with a $400 stipend.  (Motion carried)
Superintendent Baker went over the latest guidance from IDPH and ISBE.  Illinois is now in Phase 5: Reopening.  The All Sports policy has relaxed and is now allowing spectators at events.  All spectators and athletes who have not been fully vaccinated must wear a mask.  As of right now, schools must continue to wear masks.  
B. CURRICULUM & INSTRUCTION:

WLB is updating the K-2 Reading curriculum using grand dollars.
Preschool will be revamping the curriculum to include Technology/STEM, Art and Music.

The promethean boards we received have been installed.  After the release of the ESSER III funds we will be able to finish all classrooms.  

The Jr. High schedule has been completely redone to accommodate a block schedule, a contained fifth grade and the new classroom.

Jr. High elective classes have been written and approved and are ready for students to choose their interest. 

The Ag program is underway.  LCHS has partnered with us and is providing $1,000 to help us get the program started.  Right now, it will be an elective class for Jr. High and a “push in” for elementary.  
On a motion by Scott Goodman and seconded by Pat Hake, the board of education approved the PE exemption for those students who were accepted into the Spanish I program at LCHS for the 2021-2022 school year.  They will need to leave at 2:00 p.m. to attend class.  

Summer school is underway.  The student turnout and attendance has been great so far.  This is a combination of credit recovery and skill review.  

C. BUILDING, GROUNDS & EQUIPMENT:

Summer projects are on track.  Jim and Jackie are working very hard.
All classrooms have been moved around to accommodate the changes.

The landscaping project will begin within the next few weeks.  

The new trophy case has been installed and looks great.

The playground material is set to be delivered on June 18th with construction to begin the 1st of July.

Our fiber project has been pushed back to September/October.
